Greens Lighting Update – Preliminary works
have now been completed by our Contractor
to facilitate installation of new lights when they
are delivered in mid-November.

Awning Replacement Project – The Awning
Project is in full swing with demolition of the old
awning and existing concrete and brick paving
now complete.
